Disney Channel (3Q07)

· The No. 1 cable network in Prime in 3Q07 in Total Viewers (3.2 million), Disney Channel delivered the largest 3Q audience in cable history, and second-largest audience for any quarter on record, behind only sister-net ESPN (3.3 million).

· Boasting record deliveries, Disney Channel ranked as 3Q07’s No. 1 TV network in Total Day in Kids 6-11 (759,000/3.1 rating) and Tweens 9-14 (660,000/2.7 rating).  Among Tweens 9-14, this is the second straight quarter Disney Channel has surpassed runner-up Nick as TV’s leader in Total Day.
· In Total Day, 3Q07 was Disney Channel’s most-watched quarter ever in Total Viewers (1.9 million), Kids 6-11 (759,000/3.1 rating) and Tweens 9-14 (660,000/2.7 rating).

· In Prime, 3Q07 qualified as Disney Channel’s most-watched quarter of all time in Total Viewers (3.2 million), Kids 6-11 (1.3 million/5.5 rating) and Tweens 9-14 (1.2 million/4.8 rating). 

· Disney Channel’s reign as basic cable’s No. 1 network in Prime on a quarter basis now stands at 10 straight quarters in Kids 6-11 (1.3 million/5.5 rating) and 33 in Tweens 9-14 (1.2 million/4.8 rating).  
· In 3Q07, Disney Channel owned cable’s No. 1 telecast of all time in Total Viewers with the premiere of “High School Musical 2” (18.6 million, 8/17/07) and the No. 1 series telecast on basic cable ever with “Hannah Montana” (11.2 million, 8/17/07).

·  “Hannah Montana” stood as 3Q07’s No. 1 TV series in Kids 6-11 (1.1 million/4.7 rating) and Tweens 9-14 (1.0 million/4.2 rating).  

· “The Suite Life of Zack & Cody” tied “Hannah Montana” as TV’s  No. 1 series this quarter based on rating (4.7 rating), and finished No. 3 in Tweens 9-14 (988,000/4.0 rating).
· Fronted by the premiere of Disney’s “High School Musical 2,” Disney Channel delivered 19 of 3Q07’s Top 20 rated telecasts in Kids 6-11 and Tweens 9-14, and 3 of the Top 5 most-watched on cable in Total Viewers.

· Disney Channel’s preschool targeted Playhouse Disney block enjoyed its most-watched quarter of all time in 3Q07 in Total Viewers (1.5 million), Kids 2-5 (455,000) and Women 18-49 (246,000).

· “Mickey Mouse Clubhouse” stood as 3Q07’s No. 1 TV series in target Kids 2-5 (712,000/4.5 rating), while newest series “My Friends Tigger & Pooh” ranked No. 3 (666,000/4.2 rating).
